Pause. Think. Decide with clarity.




The 4 Filter Decision Test

Before choosing any stream or course, pass it through these 4 filters.

Aptitude Fit (Not Just Marks)

Ask:
e Does my child enjoy this subject without
pressure?
e Do they explore it voluntarily?
e |s interest consistent over time?
Important: Scoring 92% in Science does NOT
automatically mean Science is the right stream.

If constant pushing is required = it is not a
natural aptitude.

Market Reality (Not Hearsay)

Research:
e Entry-level salaries in Nagpur vs metros
e Number of real job openings
e Competition ratio for exams
e Future demand in 5-10 years

For example, if lakhs of students compete for a few
thousand seats, the selection probability is
extremely low. Plan accordingly.

Data from the National Sample Survey Office
consistently show that unemployment is highest
among educated youth.

This means: degree choice must be strategic.



The 4 Filter Decision Test

Before choosing any stream or course, pass it through these 4 filters.

Financial Stress Test
Calculate:

e Tuition fees
Coaching cost
Living expenses

Hidden costs
Loan EMI (if applicable)

Example:

340 lakh loan

e 10% interest

e 10 years

e =352,000 EMI per month

e Total repayment = 60+ lakhs

(Based on typical lending ranges
observed by the Reserve Bank of India)

Ask: If Plan A fails, can we handle this
financially without family stress?
If the answer is uncertain, reconsider.

Emotional Resilience Test

Competitive paths involve:
e Drop years

Peer comparison

Social pressure

Uncertain outcomes

Ask honestly:
e Can my child handle failure?
e Can our family remain calm if the
results are delayed?
e |s our home environment
supportive during stress?

No career is worth a mental breakdown.



The 3-Path Model

Every student must have:
e Plan A — Primary Goal
e Plan B — Practical Alternative
e Plan C — Skill-Based Safety Net

Example:
e Plan A: MBBS
e Plan B: Allied Health / BSc
 Plan C: Certified skill (Data, Finance, Design, Coding)

This removes fear.

In many Indian families, identity becomes fixed:
“My child is preparing for medical.”

Instead, identity should be:

“My child is building capability.”

The 2-Attempt Rule

For highly competitive exams:
e Set a time limit (e.g, 2 serious attempts).
e If not successful = switch strategically.

Open-ended preparation damages confidence and wastes
valuable years.




The 5 Career Safety Rules

These rules protect your child in any path.

Rule 1: Skills Alongside Degree

e Engineering — Coding portfolio

e Commerce — Financial tools + GST

e Arts — Writing / digital skills/research
Degree gets interview. Skills secure jobs.

Rule 2: Min 2 Internships Before Graduation
Students without internships struggle significantly
more during placements.

Rule 3: Communication Is Non-Negotiable

Strong communication multiplies career growth.
Many technically strong students miss opportunities
due to poor interview skills.

Rule 4: Exposure Beyond Nagpur
Encourage:
e Online certifications
e National competitions
e Networking on LinkedIn
e Industry exposure beyond the local ecosystem

Rule 5: Choose Growth Over Prestige
Ask: At age 30, which path gives:

e Stability?

o Skill relevance?

e Income growth?

e Flexibility to pivot?
Not: “What will relatives say?”



The Final Decision Checklist
for Parents

Before finalising the decision, answer YES to at least 8 of 10:

1. This is my child’s interest, not my dream
2.We researched real job data

3.We calculated the full financial cost

4.We have Plan B and Plan C

5.We defined a time limit for high-risk exams
6.The field has future demand

7.My child has shown consistent interest
8.We can emotionally support failure

9.We are choosing growth over prestige

10.We have discussed this calmly as a family

If fewer than 8 YES, then pause the decision & think again.

e 5-10 years of life
e Financial stability
e Confidence
e Family harmony

Choose with clarity, not pressure.




The Financial Reality of
Education inIndia

Education Loans Have Doubled
As per data from the Reserve Bank of India:
e Qutstanding education loans have crossed 1.3 lakh crore in recent years.
e | oan size per student has increased significantly over the past decade.
What this means: Families are borrowing more than ever for higher
education.

Very Few Students Get Formal Loans
Despite rising costs:
e Only a small percentage of higher-education students receive institutional
education loans.
e Most families fund education from savings, gold loans, or informal borrowing.
This increases hidden financial pressure.

Coaching Is Now a Major Expense
Government surveys indicate that nearly 1in 3 school students attends private
coaching.
For competitive exams (JEE/NEET/CLAT), coaching can cost:
e I1-5 lakhs over 2 years
e Plus school fees and exam costs
This is separate from college expenses.

Educated Unemployment Is Real: Data from the National Sample Survey
Office shows unemployment rates are highest among educated youth.

A degree does not guarantee income. So, before choosing a career path,
calculate the worst-case financial outcome, not just the best-case
success story.




The Al-Fluency Need

Artificial Intelligence is transforming almost every profession, from law and
medicine to finance and marketing.

The real question today is not:
e “Will Al replace this job?"”
The better question is:
e “Will this career allow me to work effectively with Al tools?”

Ask yourself:
 |s this career based on human skills such as empathy, ethics,
creativity, leadership, or physical dexterity?
e Or is it mostly routine cognitive work that Al can automate?

The Strategy
e Do not choose a career that avoids Al.
e Choose a career where you can use Al as a multiplier.

Examples:
Doctors using Al diagnostics
e Lawyers using Al legal research
e Designers using generative tools
e Coders using Al development assistants
Students who adapt to Al-fluency will have the strongest advantage.

The Hidden Conflict
Choosing the right stream is only half the decision.
The other half is choosing the right board:
e CBSE
ICSE
IB
State Board
e Cambridge

Alignment Matters
If your goal is:
e Engineering or Medical entrances
o CBSE usually aligns best with the JEE and NEET syllabus.
e Studying abroad
o |IB or Cambridge often provide smoother global recognition.
e Creative or analytical learning style
o |ICSE may offer stronger conceptual depth.

The Warning
A mismatch between:
e Board difficulty + Entrance exam pattern
can lead to unnecessary stress and burnout. Always align your board with your
long-term goal.
